energy projects. IFC and EBRD
subscriptions represent a clear
vote of confidence in our Bank
and country that will allow us
to pursue our role in promoting
e n v i r o n m e n t a l l y - f r i e n d l y
projects and scaling up our
lending for renewable energy
projects”. 

Mr. Mouayed Makhlouf, IFC
MENA Director commented:
“As anchor investor in
Fransabank green bond
program, we aim to encourage

more private sector investments
in energy efficiency and renewable
energy projects, paving the way
for more sustainable economic
development and growth”. 

EBRD Managing Director for the
SEMED region, Janet Heckman,
described Fransabank as “an
ideal partner that has already
demonstrated its commitment to
environment through its strong
green lending program”.

While Lebanon’s greenhouse
gas emissions have increased by
28% since 1994, this program
will help reduce these emissions
by at least 6,000 tons per year by
2022. This issuance builds on
IFC’s multi-year advisory work
with Fransabank and falls within
the Bank’s commitment to the
United Nations Sustainable
Development Goal (SDG 13) on
Climate Action.
